“Reaching Forward” which is funded mostly by a grant through North Carolina Dropout Prevention.  The students who attend are  
motivated to stay focused on their academics, set goals for their future and understand that their decision-making process shouldn’t be  
affected by society’s issues.         
     Recently, students who attend the program toured the capital city of Raleigh.  They began by attending the Legislative  Commission on 
Children and Youth session at the NC General Assembly Legislative building.   The students were able to see first-hand our  
democratic process in action as they listened to various Senators, Representatives and other public officials speak in regard to the child 
welfare situation of North Carolina.  Many different aspects of the meeting intrigued the students as they understood that these officials 
were discussing the well-being of children in the “system,” and what was to be done to help them become a future success.   Saddened by 
statistics of the many who don’t make it, helped the “Reaching Forward” students 
realize that they must take an active part in the democratic process in order to help 
future generations not fall prey to the system. 
     Later on in the day students were also able to tour the NC Museum of Natural  
Sciences and NC Museum of History.   Students were encouraged to seek out and 
learn several “fun facts” to share as they explored the many different exhibits.    
Overall, this opportunity proved to be a wonderful  experience for our students as 
they went from one exhibit to the next, and witnessed the many fascinating things on 
display.
